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SUBJECT: LEASE AMENDMENT WITH THE TOWN OF YUCCA VALLEY |

RECOMMENDATION: Approve Amendment No. 2 to Lease Agreement No. 03-586 with the
Town of Yucca Valley (Town) to extend the term through January 31, 2009 for 8,252 square feet
of office and library space in Yucca Valley for the Library in the amount of $48,000. :

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: On January 24, 1972, the Board approved a Joint Powers
Agreement between the County and Yucca Valley Park and Recreation District (District), which
created the Yucca Valley Community Center Authority (Authority). The Authority was authorized
to issue bonds, construct, maintain, and operate various community facilities; and lease the
facilities for public purposes such as a library, community center, and museum. Under the terms
of the Joint Powers Agreement, the County agreed to pay its pro rata share of the bond payments
for 30 years or until the bonds were paid in full. To meet its obligation, the County signed a 30-

| year lease agreement on November 2, 1972 for 5,200 square feet of space at 57098 Twentynine

Palms Highway in Yucca Valley constructed by the Authority for use as a library. In 1986, the
lease was amended to include an additional 3,052 square feet for a total of 8,252 square feet of
library space.

On November 2, 2002, the County completed its obligation to make payments. The bond
obligations were paid in full, the lease terminated, and ownership of the facilities reverted from the
Authority to the District, which became a part of the Town of Yucca Valley in 1991. On June 24,
2003, the Board approved a new two-year lease agreement. No. 03-586, with six two-year
options to extend the term for 8,252 square feet of office and library space. The original term of
the lease was from February 1, 2003 through January 31, 2005. In the three years since the
lease was originally approved, the Board has approved one amendment, which is summarized
below:

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FINANCIAL IMPACT: The total cost of this two-year amendment is $48,000. The total cost in
2006-07 will be $24,000 ($2,000 per month x 12 months). Lease payments will be paid from the
Rents budget (AAA RNT) and reimbursed from the Library budget (SAP CLB). Other costs
associated with this lease including custodial, alarm and fire extinguisher expenses will be paid
from the Library budget. Sufficient appropriation is included in both budgets. Approval of this
item will not required general fund financing. Annual lease costs are as follows:

On June 24, 2003, the Board approved a new
two-year lease agreement, No. 03-586, with six two-year options to extend for 8,252 square feet of office
and library space. The original term of the lease was from February 1, 2003 through January 31, 2005.

The Library requested Real Estate Services Department (RESD) exercise the first of six two-year options to
extend the term through January 31, 2007. RESD sent Amendment No. 1 to the Town of Yucca Valley for
signature on December 8, 2004. On January 11, 2005, the Town of Yucca Valley approved the
amendment. :
