Meeting Procedures
The Ralph M. Brown Act is the state law which guarantees the public's right to attend and participate in meetings of
local legislative bodies. These rules have been adopted by the Town of Yucca Valley Town Council in accordance
with the Brown Act, Government Code 54950 et seq., and shall apply at all meetings of the Yucca Valley Town
Council, Commissions and Committees.

Agendas - All agendas are posted at Town Hall, 57090 Twentynine Palms Highway, Yucca Valley, at least 72 hours
in advance of the meeting. Staff reports related to agenda items may be reviewed at the Town Hall offices located at
57090 Twentynine Palms Highway, Yucca Valley.

Agenda Actions - [tems listed on both the "Consent Calendar” and "Items for Discussion” contain suggested actions.
The Town Council will generally consider items in the order listed on the agenda. However, items may be
considered in any order. Under certain circumstances new agenda items can be added and action taken by two-thirds
vote of the Town Council.

Closed Session Agenda Items - Consideration of closed session itemns, excludes members of the public. These
items include issues related to personnel, pending litigation, labor negotiations and real estate negotiations. Prior to
each closed session, the Mayor will announce the subject matter of the closed session, If final action is taken in
closed session, the Mayor shall report the action to the public at the conclusion of the closed session.

Public Testimony on any liem - Members of the public are afforded an opportunity to speak on any listed item.
Individuals wishing to address the Town Council should complete a "Request to Speak” form, provided at the rear of
the meeting room, and present it to the Town Clerk prior to the Council's consideration of the item. A "Request to
Speak” form must be completed for ench item when an individual wishes to speak on. When recognized by the
Mayor, speakers should be prepared to step forward and announce their name and address for the record. In the
interest of facilitating the business of the Council, speakers are limited to three (3} minutes on each item.
Additionally, a twelve {12) minute limitation is established for the total amount of time any one individual may
address the Council at any one meeting, The Mayor or a majority of the Council may establish a different time limit
as appropriate, and parties to agenda items shall not be subject to the time limitations.

The Consent Calendar is considered a single item, thus the three (35 minute rule applies. Consent Calendar items can
be pulled at Council member request and will be brought up individually at the specified time in the agenda allowing
further public comment on those items.

Apenda Times - The Council is concerned that discussion takes place in a timely and efficient manner. Agendas
may be prepared with estimated times for categorical areas and certain topics to be discussed. These times may vary
according to the length of presentation and amount of resulting discussion on agenda items.

Public Comment - At the end of the agenda, an opportunity is also provided for members of the public to speak on
any subject with Council's authority. Matters raised under "Public Comment” may not be acted upon at that
meeting, The time limits established in Rule #4 still apply.

Disruptive Conduet - I any meeting of the Council is willfully disrupted by a person or by a group of persons so as
to render the orderly conduct of the meeting impaossible, the Mayor may recess the meeting or order the person,
group or groups of person willfully disrupting the meeting to leave the meeting or to be removed from the meeting.
Disruptive conduct includes addressing the Council without first being recognized, not addressing the subject before
the Council, repetitiously addressing the same subject, failing to relinquish the podium when requested to do so, or
other wise preventing the Council from conducting its meeting in an orderly manner. Please be aware that a NO
SMOKING policy has been established for all Town of Yucca Valley meetings. Your cooperation is appreciated!

The County Fire Department responded to 9 fires and 238 non-fire incidents for a total of
247 requests for assistance within our town boundaries. Battalion-wide calls totaled 353
for the month.

SAFETY MESSAGE

Are You Prepared?

Do you have sufficient defensible space around your home? Have you cleared your yard of
debris? It could be a matter of life or death if a fire hits your area. With fire season upon us, San
Bernardino County Fire urges all residents to follow these simple steps to help protect your

property:

v
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Create a defensible area, firebreaks that divert flames around property, by clearing weeds
and dry grass at least 100 feet around your home. Property on sloped areas should be
cleared 100 feet as well, as wind-fed flames can race up hills and mountainsides quickly.
Store flammable liquids in approved safety cans away from occupied buildings.

Keep propane tanks clear of vegetation. -
Keep all combustibles, such as firewood, lawn furniture, picnic tables, etc., away from
structures.

Clean rain gutters regularly to avoid leaf and needle accumulation.

Clear vegetation and other flammable materials from beneath decks or other wooden
structures.

Remove tree limbs and vegetation that overhang the roof.

Remove all branches lower than 6 feet.

Dispose of stove or fireplace ashes and charcoal briquettes after soaking them in a metal
pail of water for twenty-four hours.

Keep garden hose connected to faucet.

Review your home escape plan with your family & have a fire drill exercise,

Ensure address is clearly visible from the street.

Deputy Town Manager Stueckle reported the Library improvements include the
rehabilitating the existing east and west entry doors with ADA compliant opening
mechanisms, enclosure of existing exterior patios and enclosure of exterior covered patio
on the west side of the building for use as storage. This is for design services only. The
construction phase will require additional appropriations.

Council Member Herbel questioned how many square feet the enclosure of the patios will
add and the purpose for the enclosure. Deputy Town Manager Stueckle advised that each
patio is less than 200 s.f. The purpose is to try to create reading rooms so that volunteer
instructors can work with individuals one on one in a quiet isolated area.

Council Member Mayes expressed concern regarding the fee of $84,000 for design
services. Deputy Town Manager Stueckle commented it is a lot of money, noting that
small projects don’t have the economies of scale; however they will still be preparing full
construction plans and specifications for the improvements. The fees have been
evaluated and are in line with current rates. Council Member Mayes commented that
there has been talk for years about building a new library, and added it seems like that
amount would go a long way into the design for a new building.

Council Member Leone commented that it will probably be 8-10 years before a new
building is constructed.

Deputy Town Manager Stueckle advised that Council will be discussing this issue in the
future as it starts identifying future facilities, etc.

Council Member Mayes moved to award a contract for architectural design services to
Interactive Design Corporation, Reuel A. Young, ATA P_rineipal, in the amount of
$84,000 which includes a $4,000 contingency and $2,500 administrative costs; authorize
the Town Manager, Town Attorney, and the Mayor to sign all necessary documents; and
authorize the Town Manager to expend the contingency if necessary to complete the
project.

Deputy Town Manager Stueckle advised that the Town has been approaching Caltrans
since the 90°s for a light in the Country Club Area. The item was placed on the agenda as
a formal resolution. as the next step in the process of attempting to apply levelage for
approval of the light.

Bill Souder, Yucca Valley, spoke in opposition of the traffic signal commentmg
regarding the unintended consequences and possible alternatives.

Ron Reitenauer, Yucca Valley, spoke in support of the resolution for the traffic signal,
noting the major problem is safety with traffic coming down the highway at 60 miles per

hour.

“Joyee Babyak, Yucca Valley, spoke in favor of the resolution noting there is no service
road to get out of the Country Club area and there are more homes being built.

Public Works Director Glowitz advised there is a meeting scheduled with Caltrans on
May 17 to address concerns with regard to a traffic study on all the intersections. and
conducting a system wide traffic safety study. If this resolution is approved this evening
staff will be presenting it and begin programming next steps.

Council Member Mayes commented that this has been discussed for many years.and it
can be rough to make a left turn out of that area. He noted he would prefer not to have a
light there if the Town could get away with it, but there is no other way to get out of the
area.

Council Member Luckino advised he supports the resolution as well, noting the safety of

- our residents is most important. He recalled that the last time Caltrans attended a Town'
Council meeting, Council suggested the Dueetor of Operatlons as well as Assemblyman
Cook attend a meeting to dlSCLlSS the issue.

Council Member Herbel requested an explanation of the warrants and whether the
analysis includes speed. Public Works Director Glowitz explained there are 8-10 warrants
dealing with volumes, lanes, school proximity etc. One of the warrants is accidents and
speed may be a factor, but not a direct calculation. Deputy Town Manager Stueckle
advised that traffic signals, while solving some problems also create new problems.
Traffic Engineers conduet studies and over years have established certain criteria that they
evaluate. Warrant analysis has been modified in the last couple of years. Council
Member Herbe! commented she supports the resolution, noting she lives in the area and is
concerned about neighbors pulling out into that traffic.

Council Member Leone advised this resolution is requesting that Caltrans place a signal
because the warrants haven’t been met. He noted that his concern is that there a long
transition between red and green of a considerable length of time.

" Council Member Mayes questioned if the Town is saying there is no other viable
alternatives by passing this resolution. Deputy Town Manager Stueckle advised that the
Town is always going to be looking at traffic safety and efficiency issues.

Council Member Mayes moved to adopt Resolution No. 07-17, requesting Caltrans to
authorize traffic signal construction at the intersection of SR 62 and Camino Del Cielo.
Council Member Herbel seconded. Motion carried 4-0-1 on a voice vote with Mayor
Neeb absent. ' :

FY 2006-07 Third Quarter Budget Report.

Administrative Services Director Yakimow advised that sales tax figures indicate that the
Town will meet its budget through the year. He advised the 4 quarter Sales Tax was
3.5% lower than last year, which was of concern; however, the Town does have offsetting
factors, such as a retail mix that is primarily consumables and there will be a new retailer
coming into Town. It was noted that 20 of the 25 county municipalities are also down on
their 4™ quarter sales tax. It appears that property taxes are going to be considerably
higher than what was budgeted by about 10 to 15%, and VLF revenue is going to be
about 16% higher than last year due to a change in the calculation methodology the State
is using. Expenditures for personnel services are up about 20% from last year, but 16%
of that additional cost is due to filling open vacancies and getting the new animal sheltel
staff on board.

Council Member Luckino requested a longer forecast of 5 years in order to see the ‘L1e11ds
that are happening with revenues and expenditures. Admmlstratlve Services Director
Yakimow advised that staff will do that as a part of the upcoming budget discussion on
June 14", Council Member Luckino also requested a discussion of contract services and
pf:rsomlel in relation to revenues. :

Council Member Mayes commented regarding property tax and questioned what effect
there would be if the real estate market was to soften further and property values drop.
Administrative Services Director Yakimow commented that, in a municipality of our
size, it would probably be offset by new houses on the market. Council Member Mayes
questioned if the Assessor would change the value of a home, with the existing inventory,
if the market were to soften and the value of houses dropped. Administrative Services
Director Yakimow advised that the actual fransaction of the home is what triggers a new
assessment. Deputy Town Manager Stueckle stated that is something staff will be
monitoring. :

Council Member Luckino questioned what is still remaining on Capital Projects noting
there was $870,000 budgeted and only $160,000 spent. Deputy Town Manager Stueckle
advised that many capital projects are in the 2 year budget, are related to SR 62 and will
be multi-year projects. The Town is now coming into the summer construction season,
and Council will be seeing a slurry seal award of bid at the next meeting. Council
Member Luckino questioned if staff is looking at business registrations to cross reference
with sales tax information to make sure the Town is capturing that sales tax.
Administrative Services Director Yakimow advised the Town utilizes the services of
HDL. to look at all state data for reseller permits and insure that those located in Town are
remitting to the Town. He noted that at this time staff is still inpufting all the data from
the business registration applications.

Discussion: The Town of Yucca Valley adopted in its General Plan a Household
Hazardous Waste Element (HHWE) that provides for the collection of household
hazardous waste. The Town is mandated to provide a program for the safe collection,
recycling, treatment, and final disposition of hazardous wastes generated by

- households within the Town. The Town currently contracts with San Bernardino County
Consolidated Fire District for this service, and the current contract will terminate June
30, 2007.

There are two significant changes proposed in the new contract as follows:

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1. Addition or continuation of certain costly items to the Household
Hazardous Waste (HHW) covered waste stream.

ltems to be included are fluorescent light tubes, household batteries, and
hypodermic needles, These items are required to be handled at a HHW
facility due to existing or pending state legislation.

2. Significant contract cost increase.

The proposed contract cost is increasing from approximately $17,000
annually to $25,000 annually. The primary reason given by the county for
the cost increase relates to managing fluorescent tubes, baiteries and
needles. Historically, the program has always collected household
batteries, however, with new universal waste regulations, there has been
a 100% Increase in the number of household batteries collected.
Additionally, the costs related to the recycling of fluorescent tubes ranges

from $2.00 for each bulb to $0.16 per linear foot depending on the type of
lamp. :
